Basic Shapes in dress designing


Triangle: Triangle shapes dresses are fitted from the bodice and wide from the skirt. 
(A-Line) Triangle dresses are suitable for any body shape.

Inverted triangle: the key to dressing is to add more volume to the hips when choosing a dress for this shape. Suitable for women with heavy bustier and smaller hips.

Oval: Feminine draped dresses. Ideal for evening gowns. Suitable for heavier body shapes.

Square: Loose fitting, straight cut dresses. Boxy jackets. Ideal for thin figures.

Round:  ball gowns, puffy sleeves, tulle skirt to create a Cinderella look. ideal for thin figure and young ladies.

Hourglass: wide shoulders, smaller waist, wide hips, full skirt fitting over the hips. Ideal dress for tall and thin ladies.
